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The Bush Administration
George Bush was the 42nd and the 43rd president of the free world also known as the United States. During Bush’s term in office he gave speeches that most people in mainstream media want to forget. During the Bush Administration, George Bush used his ideology to manipulate the media by being very vague with his ideas, so that if there is any fault with his ideas he cannot be held responsible for his actions. Bush’s administration did not want for him to be criticized for his actions in his speeches so by being vague with his evidence he could have full deniability of blame. Also Bush manipulated his dialect and vagueness to sway the citizens and his critics by providing bias information to the public such as news reports from Iraq about the deaths. Additionally, Bush also manipulated language to misinform the public about certain information in the news to cause uproar in public reaction. Also Bush’s presidency wanted to defeat terrorism and change public reaction.
	During the Bush administration there was an attack on the US at the world trade center on September 11th of 2001. In the presidential news address to the public President Bush said, “To defeat this threat we must make use of every tool in our arsenal military power, better homeland defenses, law enforcement, intelligence, and vigorous efforts to cut off terrorist financing” (Bush 1). President Bush wanted to use the people’s rage to attack the people responsible for the deaths that occurred on September 11. Bush wants for the US citizens to fight back so that the US as a whole doesn’t appear weak to its predecessors. Jeffery Jones the author of “Fake” News versus “Real” News as Sources of Political Information: The Daily Show and Postmodern Political Reality. Jones wrote in his article arguing that The Daily Show was more informative than the regular news; and in his article he quoted Bush to have said, “Our nation awakened to an even greater danger, the prospect that terrorists who killed thousands with hijacked airplanes would kill many more with weapons of mass murder. We had to take a hard look at every place where terrorists might get those weapons. One regime stood out, the dictatorship of Saddam Hussein” (Jones 207).  
 President Bush placed the blame of the terrorist’s attacks on the government mainly on the Saddam Hussein government. Bush wanted for responsibility to stop terrorism in all corners of the world should be the main purpose of the US government; and this can be done by using the US military arsenal to fight terrorism wherever it’s maybe in the world. Is there a reason why Bush is being so sentimental because it’s very strange that he wants to defeat terrorism by means of using the US’ military power to stop terrorism? By being sentimental Bush appeals to the public’s emotion of rage and that he wants for the people should want to try and defend themselves. Former president Bush has formatted his speeches to pander to the public’s emotions. For example the speech that he gave to the Pennsylvanian people. Bush said, “It’s great to be in Wilkes-Barre, Pennsylvania. It’s such an honor to be back here. It’s great to be in a part of the world where people work hard, they love their families…” (Jones 210) Bush wants for the people to like him, so he speaks as if he is a child. Bush does not focus on the issue at hand, during his speech in Pennsylvania he did not focus on the Iraq war but instead he focused on the families that are living in this region.
It seems as if he is afraid of something or might feel some guilt because no man just decides that he just wants to stop terrorism in the world there might be a reason to his sudden change of heart.  
However, if history has thought us anything history repeats itself. For example during simpler times European countries and the US imperialized other nations and the person in power is the most powerful man in that nation just like Bush. Currently Bush is referred to as the president of war who feels that it’s his responsibility to protect all man from evil meaning terrorism. In a book titled Ideology and Politics written by Martin Selinger, he said, “The two-dimensionality of ideological argumentation can also be found in them when, as always happens at some point or other, the political philosopher’s attitude becomes directly action-oriented” (Selginer 112). Are actions really louder than words because that is what Bush wants to do, which is to use all of the US’ resources to stop terrorism in other nations. However, what Selinger meant was that everything that a politician might say ends up being an action just like the way that George Bush wants to use the military for his own interest to defeat terrorism that is threatening the world. Bush wants to stop terrorism with force but using force creates only more violence, so might he change his ideology of trying to defeat an entity that might be indestructible. 
Former president Bush’s ideology is do whatever that is necessary in for the people of the US, but the soldiers currently fighting in Iraq are fighting to implement Bush’s ideology. For example the US has implemented it’s ideology on other nations for example Iraq because the nation was being run based on religion and the US put Saddam Hussein in charge only to end the bloodshed between the Sunnis and Shiites, but this was all based on the US ideology that was how Saddam Hussein became president in Iraq. When the US was attacked by Al-Qaeda it gave the US a reason to go into a small country to try and take-over. An anonymous author of wrote the Bush’s Dilemma stated, “The Bush Administration seems more interested in supporting oil-rich Arab rulers than in eradicating terrorism” (NA 13a). If this is true then the Bush Administration manipulated the public very well, but this was a wrong act for the president of the United States to do, Bush is supposed to govern the public not to deceive them. Because of this wrong act Bush has rightfully become one of the worst president’s to ever run a nation, whose success the people are dependent on. Because by using Iraq’s oil the US will provide OPEC (Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries), the ability to increase its oil prices, and with OPEC being a friend to the US the US will provide those countries with a lot of money than a nation that the US finds as an enemy.
